
TSEHOOTSOOI MIDDLE SCHOOL  
EXTRA-CURRICULAR ACTIVITY CODE 

 
1. The student must be passing all subjects to be eligible to compete. A grade of F prohibits 

participation. The Athletic Director will check students every three weeks to determine if they are 
passing all of their classes. 
a. If the student is failing one of their subjects, he/she will not be able to compete in games, 

Matches, meets, etc. for the next three weeks. During the three weeks of non-competition, he/she 
can practice only. 

   
b. If the student is failing two or more of their subjects, he/she will not be able to compete and will  

not be able to practice during the three weeks until the grade is brought up. 
 

2. If a student quits or is removed from an activity, he/she must turn in all equipment within 3 days. 
In the event it becomes necessary, the student’s grades may be withheld until he/she complies with 
this rule. 

 
3. Unless cleared through the Athletic Director, a student cannot be absent from school and then  

Participate in an event, unless cleared by the Athletic Director. 
 

4. If a student cuts class or ditches the following rules will be applied. 
a. 1st time: Cannot participate in the next regular scheduled activity. 
b. 2nd time: Suspended for one week from the activity and a conference with the Sponsor, Coach 

Principal or Athletic Director. 
c. 3rd time: Removed for the squad for the remainder of the season. 

 
5. If a student starts a sport and then quits, he/she cannot go out for another sport until the season is  

completed unless released by the Athletic Director. 
 

6. There will be no use of tobacco, marijuana, alcohol, or any drugs except by a doctor’s prescription. 
If a student breaks this rule the following will be applied. 
a. 1st time: Student will be referred for counseling with the School Counselor and be required to                
      stay in counseling until released by the School Counselor. Also as required by the Counselor, the  
      parents must be involved in the placing of the student in counseling. 
b. 2nd time:  The student will be dropped from the activity for the remainder of the season. 

 
7. Removal from two extra curricular activities during one school year shall be grounds to remove the 

student from participating in any other extra curricular activities that school year. 
 

8. No athlete shall participate in any non-school activity of the same sport or activity from the day  
practice begins until the season is completed or they will be dismissed from the activity.  

 
9. If a school administrator sees fit to suspend a student from an activity for any other infraction at  

school, they have that right.
