BEE HÓŁDZIL FIGHTING SCOUTS EVENTS CENTER GUEST CODE OF CONDUCT
In order to maintain a safe and enjoyable environment, we ask that while visiting the Fighting Scouts Events Center, guests be courteous to 
those around them and abide by building policies. Guests wearing obscene or indecent clothing will not be allowed entry. Guests- using foul or 
abusive language, behaving in an unruly manner or appearing intoxicated are subject to being escorted out or arrested.

PROHIBITED ITEMS AT THE FIGHTING SCOUTS EVENTS CENTER
We ask all guests to arrive early as doors open one hour before game time and travel light, as you may be subject to search, which includes 
metal detecting upon entry including hand wands. For safety reasons, prohibited items include, but are not limited to:

• Alcohol, drugs, illegal substances or any paraphernalia associated with drug use
• Cans, bottles, coolers or other similar containers
• Outside food or drinks
• Oversized bags, including backpacks, duffel bags or diaper bags
• Weapons of any type, including chains, knives, firearms and spiked jewelry
• Signs or banners attached to sticks, poles or any other unsafe items; or
containing obscene materials, political references, or advertising of any kind
• Any other item deemed unacceptable by event or building management

If an item is revealed during a search, patrons may dispose of them or they may return the item to their vehicle. The Bee Hółdzil Fighting 
Scouts Events Center does not safeguard any personal belongings or items of any type.
